Two $1,000 scholarships will be offered for 2010 high school graduates and for previous Master Gardeners 
scholarship recipients. 
 
PURPOSE 
The purpose of this scholarship program of the Southeast Alaska Master Gardeners Association is to support further 
education of high school graduates in any of the following fields: agriculture, agronom y, biology, botany, 
environmental science, floriculture, forestry, habitat management, horticulture, land management, and 
landscape design. 
 
ELIGIBILITY 
For the first time this year previous recipients, who have made satisfactory progress in their studies, may apply 
for scholarships to continue their education in any of the fields listed above. 
 
Each applicant must: 

• graduate from high school in or before 2010 
• be a resident of Southeast Alaska 
• plan to be a full-time student enrolled in an accredited post-secondary school focusing on one of the fields 

listed above 
• submit a completed application by 4:30 PM, Friday, May 7, 20010 

 
APPLICATION 
A completed application consists of the following: 

• Completed scholarship application form 
• Applicant’s personal essay (1000 words or less) 
• Two letters of recommendation  
• Copy of official high school transcript for new applicants; or copy of postsecondary school transcript for 

previous Master Gardeners scholarship recipients

CRITERIA FOR SELECTION OF APPLICANT     
 30%    Personal essay about your planned field of study  
 25%    Letters of recommendation, academic ability, and potential for success 
 20%    Financial need 
 25%    Community service and extracurricular activities 

 
SCHOLARSHIP SELECTION PROCESS 
Once the application closing date has passed, the Scholarship Selection Committee will evaluate the applicants and 
select the scholarship recipients. The committee will be comprised of an odd number (not less than three) Master 
Gardeners Association members including the Scholarship Committee Chair. An alternate committee member will be 
selected in the event of an absence of a committee member or if a conflict of interest between a committee member and 
any of the applicants should arise.  
 
Once all scholarship applications have been received, the committee chair will distribute copies of the applications to 
all committee members for review.  After committee members have reviewed the applications, the committee will meet 
to complete the evaluation process.  Applying the criteria listed above, the committee will select two recipients.  
  
Juneau recipients will be presented the scholarship certificate at their high school awards ceremony if graduating in 
2010.  All other scholarship recipients will be notified by mail.  All applicants who did not receive scholarships will be 
sent letters of acknowledgment.  
 
PAYMENT OF SCHOLARSHIP 
Scholarship recipients shall enroll full-time in the post-secondary school of their choice.  After registration, a copy of 
the school registration form  shall be submitted to:

Scholarship checks will be issued after the Master Gardener Association has been notified of the student’s enrollment 
in school.   If special circumstances require payment of the award prior to school registration, the Scholarship Selection 
Committee may authorize earlier payment;  however, a copy of the registration form must be submitted to the 
Southeast Alaska Master Gardeners Association as soon as possible.  
 
A scholarship recipient may delay entering post-secondary school for up to one year.  In this case, the recipient must 
notify the Southeast Master Gardeners Association by January 1, 2011. 
 
If the first year of the post-secondary school is not completed, the full amount of the scholarship must be reimbursed to 
the Southeast Alaska Master Gardeners.
